The rate of interest the issuer agrees to pay the investor is the coupon on a bond. It is also
sometimes called the coupon rate or coupon yield. The term coupon was originally used to refer
to a physical certificate that the investor presented in order to receive interest, however physical
coupons are rarely used now.
